	1. The house is left clean and tidy and in the same condition as you entered. Cleaning products are provided to allow you to maintain the premises during your stay.
	
	10. To conserve power please ensure any unused power points are switched off and no taps are left dripping.
	

	2. The outdoor setting (tables & chairs) and BBQ are cleaned and returned to the garage.
	
	11. All dishes, cutlery & kitchenware must be washed and put away in the relevant cupboards.
	

	3. If bringing your dog, all dog faeces are disposed off appropriately. Check all surrounding outdoor areas.
	
	12. Cleaning materials are returned to the laundry.


	

	4. All rubbish/recycled items are placed in the appropriate labelled wheelie bins provided. Outdoor rubbish bins need to be taken out for rubbish collection on Tuesdays by the Copper Coast Council.
	
	13. Quilts and pillows must be left on the beds and all owner belongings/property are returned to their relevant areas.
	

	5. All content of the kitchen fridge and laundry freezer are removed and cleaned of any spills.
	
	14. Laundry basket and peg basket are returned to the laundry and clothesline is collapsed.
	

	6. Fish cleaning facilities at side of house are cleaned of any fish remains.
	
	15. The Air Conditioner is turned off.
	

	7. Any cigarette butts are disposed off correctly and not left on the property.
	
	16. Any damages/breakages are reported to The Blue SIDE Management (Mb: 0408-858-031) before departure.
	

	8. Gas bottle is refilled and returned to BBQ. This can be done at the local service station or hardware store in Moonta.
	
	17. Lock all doors/windows and draw all window blinds
	

	9. Tea towels are washed and returned to the kitchen.
	
	18. Close side gate upon departure
